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CONSERVATION REPORT

Salmon rivers are under siege in the Northwest. | reported at the April meeting on actions taken by the Trump
administration and DOGE that dramatically set back environmental restoration projects on the Klamath River.
I’'m repeating it here for those who did not attend the meeting, and because it gives context to the next story that
was recently reported on the Columbia River.

The four Klamath River dams are finally out and the river is recovering. Salmon are making their way to
spawning grounds they haven’t been able to reach for over 100 years. Conservation restoration activities to
restore the exposed lake beds have been planned for years, and they were underway by tribes and other
organizations, many of which were funded under the bipartisan Infrastructure Reinvestment Act enacted under
the Biden administration.

As | announced at the April meeting the contracts to conduct those activities were abruptly canceled, the
payment for the work was frozen, leaving many small businesses and non-profit organizations with unpaid bills,
and federal personnel overseeing the projects were laid off. Now the agencies doing the work — much of which
has already been completed — are left unable to pay those who did the work.

On the Columbia River, a similar action has ground to a halt a deal to remove federal dams that have damaged
salmon runs. A commitment to Native tribes was announced under the Biden administration to remove four
hydroelectric dams that were especially harmful to salmon, and the government promised to invest billions of
dollars in alternative energy sources to be created by the tribes.

That deal has now been broken by a memorandum signed by President Trump that pulled the federal
government out of it. Even before signing that memorandum, federal agencies that were doing the work were
destroyed through untargeted purges of federal employees.

John Reynolds asked me to be the Conservation Chair in 2001. I’ve been writing this column since then. | have
always tried to keep politics out and report on all conservation issues as objectively as possible. Unfortunately,
politics currently impact conservation issues and it’s impossible to untangle them. I’ve reported on our
democratic governors and their actions to build a destructive tunnel and I’ve gotten no pushback from anyone
about it. But I did get pushback from reporting in April on the destructive DOGE actions on the Klamath River.

A disclaimer appeared in the May newsletter that says the views and opinions of the articles in this newsletter
are those of the writer and are not necessarily reflective of the board or the general membership. This was a
direct result of my April report. This column reflects my views only, not those of the board.

I have appealed for several years for someone else to start writing conservation columns. No one has stepped up
to do this, but several club members have thanked me for writing them. | greatly appreciate those thanks! But if
you want to see a different viewpoint on conservation issues, please think about writing your own column. It’s
not that hard!

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NCCEFFI CONSERVATION REPORT

The Klamath River:

I hope your summer is going well. | want to let you know that progress is still being made on restoration in the
Klamath River and its tributaries. Our Restoration company - Resource Environmental Solutions (RES) - is
now focusing on restoration of major tributary streams as well as continued work on the Iron Gate & Copco
lake footprints. Please remember that RES is to continue working on the project until at least 2031 to ensure
success of the restoration efforts. We have the best Restoration company in America and they are doing what
they promised.

The streams that will be worked on this summer are: 1)Beaver Creek, 2)Jenny Creek, 3)Spencer Creek, 4)Camp
Creek, and 5)Scotch Creek. This work will restore their ability to support both spawning and rearing of
incoming salmon and steelhead, and to provide suitable habitat for years to come. Here’s a link to a recording
of Dave Coffman, Director for RES for the Klamath project and his description of work to be done this year:

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We can look forward to several years of effort designed to recover the Klamath back to the river our fathers and
grandfathers used to know. A river full of salmon and steelhead, and a watershed where summer and Fall
vacations were taken to enjoy what a healthy watershed can offer. Be patient, this will not happen quickly, but
we now have the ability to see the future greatness for a river that has gone through 100 years of degradation.

Santa Clara County/Silicon Valley - Recovery of salmon & steelhead streams

Many may not know that NCCFFI signed an agreement with Santa Clara Water Agency (SCVWA) in 2003
obligating the water agency to restore the watersheds of Coyote Creek, Guadalupe River, and Stevens Creek to
support salmon & steelhead populations. We joined with Cal Trout, PCFFA, and other local groups and created
the Fisheries and Aquatic Habitats Collaborative Effort (FAHCE). Some work was done relative to study and
monitoring until 2005, and then work fell off to near nothing. Cal Trout and NCCFFI came together in 2017 to
restart the effort, and pressure SCVWA to either begin restoration or suffer a lawsuit to push them forward. We
have had some success in the past few years, and SCVWA wanted a new water right to begin a better flow
regime for the fishery. They wrote a new Biological Opinion which we and Cal Trout felt was inadequate, but
did not want to make the changes we suggested. In response, NCCFFI, Cal Trout, & CDFW filed a protest to
the water right request, and we are now in negotiations with an appointed mediator to move SCVWA to
incorporate our suggested changes to the water right request and BiOp.

One change we requested was to begin to manage the fishery based upon populations improvements in all 3
watersheds. We felt that if the work being done was beneficial to the fishery, populations of both resident
rainbows and spawning salmon & steelhead would be a measure of appropriate restoration. SCVWA disagreed,
feeling that population goals were not appropriate since they did not control many conditions, like ocean
conditions, weather, etc. We are currently working our way through this with negotiations. Baykeeper has
joined into the process by filing a lawsuit that SCVWA is not keeping conditions below their dams that would
keep fish in good condition (CDFW Code 1957).

The good news is that it appears we are making headway, and moving toward better actions and outcomes for
the future. Time will tell, but I and NCCFFI are working with our partners to ensure this watershed once again
can support anadromous fish and wildlife. Here’s one picture of a success project that has been completed on
Coyote Creek:
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SINGLE HAND SPEY CLINIC - AMERICAN RIVER

Members of the Fly Fishers of Davis participated in the Single Hand Spey Clinic run by casting master Jeff
Hogan on June 8, 2025. The clinic was held at Grist Mill Park on the American River in Sacramento and was
intended to introduce anglers to single hand Spey casting. This technique of fishing is very efficient, allows you
to cast a fly when there is no back cast room, and frankly, looks very cool! These casts require a roll

cast. Attendees from FFD were of beginning to very experienced Spey casters and we learned many nuances to
this type of casting that was originally used for two-handed rods and is now growing in popularity for single
hand anglers. Sam Yee and Bob Zasoski helped Jeff and gave us each very individualized teaching and pointers.

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FLY CASTING PROGRAM

Based on the response to the single hand Spey clinic held at Gristmill on June 8, | plan to conduct a repeat clinic
on Sunday, July 13™. 1 will send a confirmation about a week prior. If you have interest in learning or
improving this versatile casting technique or have questions about it, please contact me at jbhogan@ucdavis.edu

You do not need a different rod or line, but you do need a quality roll cast. I highly recommend practicing your
roll cast between now and then. Every Spey cast ends with a roll cast. You can practice on grass using a
clipboard. Peel off 2 % rod lengths of fly line, clip the fly to the blade, walk backwards to completely
straighten the line. Then walk forward to get in the casting position, aka key position to create the D-loop
behind you. From there perform the forward cast. You know you performed it properly if the fly line forms a
narrow C shape in the air before the clipboard prevents the line and leader to turn over. Hint- delay the
application of force as late as possible and then come to an abrupt stop with the rod pointing UP. It’s a short
stroke. Start slow and finish fast.

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CALIFORNIA BOATER CARD

An important reminder to all FFD boaters!

If you do not have a California Boater Card you are not in compliance with California Law.

The California Boater Card shows that its holder has successfully taken and passed a NASBLA (National
Association of State Boating Law Administrators) state-approved boater safety education examination. The
California Boater Card program was phased-in by age for operators of motorized boats on state waterways.
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As of January 1, 2025, all persons who operate on California waters were required to have one. The lifetime
card fee is $10. The lost card replacement fee is $5.

The card is issued by the California State Parks Division of Boating and Waterways (DBW). Once DBW has
received your application, proof of education and payment, and after taking an approved course and
successfully passing the test, you will receive a 90-day temporary boater card by email. You should receive
your official boater card by mail within 30 days from the time the application was approved.

Not only is mandatory education the law, the California Boater Card Program promotes boating safety on our
waterways. U. S. Coast Guard accident data show that states with some form of boating safety education have
fewer accidents and fatalities than states without any boater education requirements.

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CALIFORNIA INLAND RECREATION ANGLER SURVEY

The California Inland Recreational Angler Survey (CIRAS) provides the public with helpful fishing information
powered by data submitted by anglers.

CIRAS is a web-based survey platform that allows anglers to submit angling data for more locations and
species than ever before. CIRAS also provides anglers with access to data, submitted by anglers like
themselves, through the user-friendly, interactive ‘Ready to Fish’ data dashboard. CIRAS is powered by
anglers, for anglers, and is meant to provide anglers with information to help plan their fishing trips.

CIRAS offers anglers a web-based user-friendly experience, data transparency, and immediate access to data
summaries through an interactive dashboard. CIRAS represents a paradigm shift for how we gather, process,
store, and share information regarding California’s diverse fisheries, getting information to anglers to help
inform their fishing trips faster than ever before.

Anglers can submit data for any fishable inland or anadromous water, statewide. Currently there is a pilot
outreach effort in Region 2 (Alpine, Amador, Butte, Calaveras, Colusa, EI Dorado, Glenn, Lake, Nevada,
Placer, Plumas, Sierra, Sutter and Yuba counties, plus parts of Sacramento, San Joaquin and Yolo counties).
This outreach effort will be expanded statewide upon conclusion of the pilot phase.

CIRAS exponentially expands the reach of CDFW’s Angler Survey Boxes (ASB), a network of more than 200
metal boxes located throughout the state where anglers can record their fishing experiences on paper survey
slips. While the ASB system is typically used to evaluate trout fisheries, the modern CIRAS platform will
provide anglers with an opportunity to submit and interact with information about any sport fish from any
fishable inland or anadromous water in the state. Historic data from ASB’s will also be uploaded into the
CIRAS ‘Ready to Fish’ data dashboard, providing immediate utility for those fisheries while anglers begin to
populate new locations.

CIRAS is completely free to use. Anglers do not have to sign up for a subscription to access information and
will not be subjected to product advertisements. While the new survey can be accessed using mobile devices,
and was designed to accommodate mobile display, the pilot platform is not a standalone App and requires
internet connectivity to submit angling data and utilize the ‘Ready to Fish’ data dashboard. However, CDFW
plans to incorporate off-line functionality in future phases.
