Dennis Cocherell Presents McCloud River Salmon 
 
 
         his month, Dennis Cocherell will present the “rematriation” of Chinook salmon; 
project details and updates on the McCloud River and Putah creek. 
 
Dennis is a laboratory research manager in the Department of Wildlife, Fish, and 
Conservation Biology at UC Davis. He works with multidisciplinary research teams 
to understand animals’ physiological specialization.  

 
His current research focuses on native anadromous and freshwater fishes of CA, and 
salmon reintroduction efforts on the McCloud River, Putah creek, and spring run in 
Butte, Mill, and Deer creeks. Some current research includes: salmon and sturgeon 
swimming performance and behavior in nature-based fish ladders, near unscreened 
water diversions and fish protection screens, the predictive value of temperature and 
salinity for the distribution of fishes in regulated systems, hatchery rearing techniques 
to produce a more “fit” fish, endangered species propagation, and environmental 
requirements of native fishes for conservation efforts.

CONSERVATION REPORT

taking over this role. I’ll help get you started. 
 
Last month I forwarded a report from NCCFFI about the Trump administration’s attack on the Endangered 
Species Act, the most important piece of legislation protecting species from extinction. The ESA is not the only 
major legislation under attack – the Clean Air Act and the Clean Water Act are also in the crosshairs. And in a 
blatant disregard for the views of the public, the administration has destroyed the National Environmental 
Policy Act.  
 
Here’s what happened, as taken nearly verbatim from the Federal Register (I removed a few links for clarity, 
but you can retrieve them by going to the source linked in the last paragraph of this item). Congress enacted the 
National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) in 1969 to declare a national policy “to use all practicable means 
and measures, including financial and technical assistance, in a manner calculated to foster and promote the 
general welfare, to create and maintain conditions under which man and nature can exist in productive harmony, 
and [to] fulfill the social, economic, and other requirements of present and future generations of Americans.” 42 
U.S.C. 4331(a). It was signed into law in 1970 by President Richard M. Nixon. 
 
NEPA also established the Council on Environmental Quality (CEQ) as an advisory agency within the 
Executive Office of the President to assist and advise the President on environmental matters and the 
implementation of NEPA's national policy. Federal agencies must consult with CEQ while identifying and 
developing methods and procedures to govern environmental analysis of their proposed major Federal actions, 
and otherwise provide assistance to CEQ. Every president since Nixon, including Nixon, has issued executive 
orders to direct CEQ regulations to implement NEPA. Nixon’s was E.O. 11910, which directed CEQ to issue 
NEPA implementing regulations and required Federal agencies to comply with those regulations. 
 
On January 20, 2025, President Trump issued E.O. 14154, Unleashing American Energy.90 FR 8353 (Jan. 29, 
2025). The Executive Order revoked Nixon’s Executive Order (E.O. 11991), and it also directed CEQ to 
provide guidance on implementing NEPA, proposed rescinding CEQ's NEPA implementing regulations within 
30 days of the order, and to convene a working group to coordinate agencies' revisions of their individual NEPA 
implementing regulations or guidance for consistency. CEQ issued initial guidance on February 19, 2025. 
The following month, CEQ issued an Interim Final Rule (IFR) to remove all existing NEPA implementing 
regulations. That triggered a 30-day public comment period that resulted in approximately 108,385 written 
submissions. The CEQ acknowledged several supportive comments, ignored all the others, and then declared 
that they were not required to incorporate any comments into the final rule. Accordingly, the CEQ adopted the 
IFR as the final rule, effectively terminating the NEPA without an act of Congress. The first three paragraphs of 
this item were taken nearly verbatim from the Federal Register. This paragraph summarizes the actions taken. 
Click on the link in the previous sentence to get the complete Federal Register notice.  
 
An appeals court just upheld a Sacramento County judge's decision in 2024 that said the Department of Water 
Resources has an invalid bond plan to fund the Delta Tunnel. The court agreed that the DWR lacked the 
authority to issue revenue bonds to pay for the tunnel. Sacramento, Yolo, San Joaquin, Solano, Contra Costa,

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Butte and Plumas counties were major litigants against DWR in the case, along with environmental groups, 
fishing associations, and the Winnemem Wintu Tribe. 
 
The Court of Appeal said that “the Delta Program’s scope is so opaque and ill-defined as to afford DWR nearly 
unlimited discretion to specify the facilities for which the bonds will be issued,” and, in effect, “the Bond 
Resolutions would give DWR authority to issue an unlimited amount of bonds to finance the work.” 
DWR’s preliminary estimate of the tunnel cost was over $20 billion, and other experts estimated 3-5 times that 
amount. The court ruled that the Water Code “does not give DWR carte blanche to do as it wishes.” The court 
also found that DWR’s estimates of revenue from the project are suspect, finding that DWR may not even have 
the authority to charge contractors for the costs of the project. 
 
The conservation group Restore the Delta, one of the many groups opposed to the Delta Tunnel and a party to 
the lawsuit, was thankful the appellate court rejected “a blank check for a multibillion-dollar project that would 
be shouldered by California ratepayers and cause irreversible harm to Delta ecosystems and communities.” 
 
Mark Rockwell sent me a couple of videos you might want to watch to understand what is happening on the 
Klamath River and the fish that call it home.  We've just finished the 2nd salmon spawn for Klamath Fall-run 
Chinook.  More than 10,000 fish moved above where the dams were located, and more than 100 reached the 
tributaries that feed into Upper Klamath Lake - The Wood, Sprague, and Williamson rivers.  They are now 
using the more than 200 miles of reopened habitat.  Federal funding reductions and reduced federal staffing has 
created interference for monitoring and gathering data to better understand management.

For the 8th year in a row, no Delta Smelt were recovered in the Fall Midwinter Trawl Survey in the Delta. 
Delta Smelt were once the most abundant species in the Delta, but they are kept alive now only via a captive 
breeding program run by UC Davis. This project has released thousands of smelt into the Delta in recent years, 
including approximately 67,583 cultured adult fish on November 4-5 and approximately 71,160 more fish on 
December 2-3 at Belden’s Landing in Suisun Marsh. Delta Smelt are important as an indicator species of health 
in the estuary, and their decline is a symptom of a larger Pelagic Organism Decline due to mismanagement of 
water flows in the Delta.  
 
Most adult Delta Smelt are less than 3 inches long . They are nearly translucent, with a steely-blue sheen on 
their sides. They have a smell that is similar to that of cucumbers. They usually live for just one year, spending 
their entire lives in the San Francisco Bay-Delta. 
 
As larvae, Delta Smelt start out eating microscopic food like unicellular algae, planktonic animals, and small 
crustaceans. As they grow, their diet shifts almost exclusively to small crustaceans called copepods, according 
to the Center for Biological Diversity.

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TWO UPCOMING 2026 NORTH UMPQUA RIVER TRIPS!

North Umpqua River Smallmouth/Shad Outing:  

May 26-27-28 
 
This two-day fishing/3 nights lodging adventure targets Smallmouth Bass and Shad on the North Umpqua 
River. This trip adds the rare opportunity to catch Shad on the North Umpqua in addition to the traditional 
summer Small Mouth Bass. The outing includes three nights of lodging and 2 days guided fishing May 26-27-
28 at Big K Ranch located at the take-out location on the North Umpqua River.  Fishing is scheduled for May 
27 and 28. Transportation to Big K is the individual’s responsibility or via carpool. The trip is limited to 6 
anglers, 3 boats. Details below! 
 

North Umpqua River Smallmouth Outing:  
Group 1 - August 17-19 
Group 2 - August 19-21 

 
This two-day adventure targets Smallmouth Bass on the North Umpqua River, Elkton Oregon. This trip is our 
traditional summer Small Mouth Bass trip. Two groups of 3 boats/6 anglers/2 anglers per boat are scheduled. 
The fees include three nights of lodging at BIG K RANCH located on the North Umpqua River (river take-out) 
scheduled for Group 1 August 17-18-19 (fishing 18/19); Group 2 August 19-20-21 (fishing  20-21).  
 
NOTE: There are a few Big K Trip differences from prior Airbnb trips. All fees approximate. Including dinners 
this estimate is approximately $100 per day more than our previous Airbnb formula. Big K value differences 
include restaurant dinners and breakfast; Additional float tube fishing available on last day on Big K water; No 
responsibility for dinner or breakfast preparations; No Airbnb deposits or cleaning fees. Limited to 6 anglers per 
group. Minimum “go” 2 anglers/1 boat per 2 day per group schedule. 
 
For BOTH trips: Fishing 2 days with 3 nights lodging trip will cost approximately $950 per person (including 
a $50 per day guide tip). This year, we will again be fishing with Wolf Pack Guide Service of Elkton, Oregon. 
2-Day guide fee per angler $600 plus tip. Three nights lodging at Big K Ranch is $225/night (plus 1% tourism 
fee)/ 2 person shared cabin, or approximately $340 per person.  
 
Breakfast and dinners al a Carte at the Big K restaurant or local restaurants not included in the trip fees. Lunch 
is angler’s responsibility. Guides have water on board. Total estimated trip fees cost as stated above total $950 
plus $50 per day per person guide tip and plus Big K café breakfast/dinner $50 per day. Estimated total trip cost 
$1100 pp.  
 
Deposit for May Shad/Bass is $300 by February 15, 2026 ($100 guide, $200 Big K).  
Deposit for August Bass is $300 ($100 guide, $200 Big K) by June 15, 2026.

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CALIFORNIA BOATER CARD 
An important reminder to all FFD boaters! 

 
If you do not have a California Boater Card you are not in compliance with California Law. 
The California Boater Card shows that its holder has successfully taken and passed a NASBLA (National 
Association of State Boating Law Administrators) state-approved boater safety education examination. The 
California Boater Card program was phased-in by age for operators of motorized boats on state waterways. 

 
As of January 1, 2025, all persons who operate on California waters were required to have one. The lifetime 
card fee is $10. The lost card replacement fee is $5. 
 
The card is issued by the California State Parks Division of Boating and Waterways (DBW). Once DBW has 
received your application, proof of education and payment, and after taking an approved course and 
successfully passing the test, you will receive a 90-day temporary boater card by email. You should receive 
your official boater card by mail within 30 days from the time the application was approved. 
 
Not only is mandatory education the law, the California Boater Card Program promotes boating safety on our 
waterways. U. S. Coast Guard accident data show that states with some form of boating safety education have 
fewer accidents and fatalities than states without any boater education requirements.
